• Format: Pool play will begin Saturday the 28th beginning at 9:30 am.  All teams will play 3 games on 

Saturday.  Teams will finish playing pool play games on Sunday the 29th by playing 3 more pool games.  
Pool play games will end on Sunday afternoon.  Championship play will begin first thing Monday 
morning. 

 
• Rain Phone:  In case of inclement weather, the rain phone number will be 717.300.1300.  Please appoint 

only one person per team to access this number.  The recording will be kept current and include any 
changes or cancellations if they happen.  An email will also be sent to the contact person should anything 
happen and updates will be made on the website in the case of heavy rain or other conditions.  Generally a 
decision is made around 5:00-5:30 am for the entire day and a recording is usually up by 6 am. 

 
• Team Cancellation:  If at any time you find out your team will not be able to participate, please let us 

know ASAP to be considered for future tournaments.  If a team cancels, all teams scheduled to play them 
will be notified if a replacement team cannot be found.

• Tournament Hosts:  Several teams will be helping host this particular tournament.  These teams have 

done a lot of work to prepare for this tournament to ensure you have a good time.  Please clean up after 
yourselves at the various parks.  Also, thanks to the hosts we will be able to offer concessions at all parks. 

 
• Pool play brackets are enclosed and are also posted online.  Any changes to the brackets will be emailed 

to the contact person and also posted on the website.  If it affects your Saturday morning start time you 
will be notified.  To see if you have the most up to date brackets, check the “Last Modified” mark on the 
bottom left of the page to make sure it matches your copy.  If there are changes to a bracket, updated 
brackets will be made available at check in. 

 
• Championship bracket seeds will be available by phone after the last pool play game in your age has 

been completed.  DO NOT CALL US, you will be called by your field director with your seed.  Be sure to 
leave (1) active cell phone number that has reception.  This number will be called and if not available a 
message will be left.
